	Expressive arts and design
· Notice patterns with strong contrasts and be attracted by patterns resembling the human face.
· Start to make marks intentionally.
· Explore paint, using fingers and other parts of their bodies as well as brushes and other tools.
· Express ideas and feelings through making marks, and sometimes
· give a meaning to the marks they make.
· Explore different materials, using all their senses to investigate them.
· Manipulate and play with different materials.
· Use their imagination as they consider what they can do with different
materials.
• Make simple models which express their ideas.
Physical development 
· Use large and small motor skills to do things
· independently, for example manage buttons and zips,
· and pour drinks.
Literacy 
· Enjoy sharing books about art with an adult.
· Ask questions about the book. Makes comments and shares their own ideas.

	Expressive arts and design
· Create closed shapes with continuous lines and begin to use these shapes to represent objects. 
· Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details.
· Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises. 
· Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, fear, etc. 
· Explore colour and colour mixing. 
· Show different emotions in their drawings – happiness, sadness, fear, etc.
Physical development 
· Use large-muscle movements to wave flags and streamers, paint and make marks.
· Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors. Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.
Literacy
· Engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary (art vocabulary) 
	Expressive arts and design
· Explore, use and refine a variety of artistic effects to express their ideas and feelings. 
· Return to and build on their previous learning, refining ideas and developing their ability to represent them. 
· Create collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills.
Physical development 
· Develop their small motor skills so that they can use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently. Suggested tools: pencils for drawing and writing, paintbrushes, scissors, knives, forks and spoons.
Literacy
· Read stories that develop art schema. 
· Listen to and talk about selected non-fiction to develop a deep familiarity with new knowledge and vocabulary.

	Textiles
	The blending of natural and synthetic fibers allows for the development of both tactile quality (texture) and visual appeal (colour).
	 Carefully chosen materials and fibers are employed to develop a design or image, with line, colour, and texture positioned with a clear purpose.
	Distinctive geometric patterns are characteristic of particular cultures. A narrative is conveyed through textiles by uniting elements of line, texture, and colour.

	Collage
	To achieve a surface with depth and texture, paper is either cut or torn as an artistic technique before being overlapped in subsequent layers.
	Materials are often taken apart and reassembled; a selection of images, colours, and textures is then made to produce a non-representational (abstract) design.
	The arrangement of collage materials is key to generating patterns, defining shapes, and establishing lines.

	3D
	Sculptures can be made using different materials to create shape and form.
Weight and balance need to be considered.
	Maquettes (small models) are used to explore the shape, form and space of the 3D form prior to creating a finished piece.
	Sculptures can vary in size. Relief work is a technique where shape, form and texture can be explored from a fixed position or base.

	Select appropriate tools.
Make a range of

	Use a range of mark makers to create a variety of effects which are dependent on the surface on which they are placed.
	Identify lines and patterns in nature (rocks and fossils).

	Painting
	Make thick and thin marks.
Identify shades of primary colours.
	Select colours and
painting tools.
Make painted marks to express feelings.
	Use a range of techniques to create backgrounds for effect.
Paint backgrounds that create a negative space.

	Printmaking
	Combine printing techniques e.g. stenciling and relief printing.
Apply paint using controlled brushstrokes and stippling.
	Create repeated
patterns.
Combine printing techniques.
	Make a variety of printed marks including: monoprinting and block printing.
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
