	· Listen to simple stories and understand what is happening, with the help of the pictures.
· Enjoy sharing books with an adult. Pay attention and respond to the pictures or the words.
· Have favourite books and seek them out, to share with an adult, with another child, or to look at alone.

·  Ask questions about the book. Make comments and shares their own ideas. 
· Develop play around favourite stories using props.
	· Notice some print, such as the first letter of their name, a bus or door number, or a familiar logo.

	· Sing songs and say rhymes independently, for example, singing whilst playing.
· Read a range of story books, non-fiction,  rhymes and songs, inc. wordless picture books
· Ask questions about the book. Makes comments and shares their own ideas.

· Writing area: Provide a variety of mark-making tools (pencils, chalks) and surfaces (paper, card, notebooks). Make sure everything is clearly labeled with both text and pictures for independence.

· Writing area: Provide a variety of mark-making tools (pencils, chalks) and surfaces (paper, card, notebooks). Make sure everything is clearly labeled with both text and pictures for independence.
· Sing a large repertoire of songs.
Prompts: 
Pay attention to more than one thing at a time, which can be difficult.
Understand a question or instruction that has two parts, such as “Get your coat and wait at the door”.
Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?”
